Martha Gaddy 1925-2011 
 
Martha Gaddy, a long-time devotee and member of the Vedanta Society Board of Trustees, passed 
away on Friday, December 23, 2011. Swami Chetanananda conducted the Funeral Service at Valhalla 
Cemetary on December 27, and a memorial service was held in the Society’s chapel on January 8. 
 
Martha came to Vedanta in the early 1960’s through her long-time friend Marie Oetting. A disciple of 
Swami Satprakashananda, she served as treasurer at two different times, was on the board of trustees 
for many years more, and at various times cooked, arranged flowers, tended the garden, and did 
whatever else was needed that would be of service to the society. For many years she was the “rose 
lady,” providing help and advice for care of the Society’s backyard rose plants.  And for over twenty-
five years she read from the Gospels at the Society’s annual Christmas program. 
 
Martha did all her work quietly, with a gentle sense of humor, without pretense or drama, 
demonstrating her faith and devotion to Vedanta to all who were able to see it. She will be missed by 
all who knew her.
